Since the Klingendes Museum and the
Klingendes Mobil (our bus with instruments in board) were founded in 2002, around 30,000
visitors have taken advantage of our various offers every year.

3:00 p.m. Arrival at the Klingendes Museum

The groups of instruments (brass, strings and percussion instruments) are presented one after
the other in an age-appropriate way, and the children can actively try out all the instruments
and make them sound with music-pedagogical accompaniment.

4:30 p.m. Birthday table
The guests can expect a decorated birthday table with and drinks and own food.

5:00 p.m. DIY Instrument making
The children make and decorate their own small instruments from hardware store materials.

5:30 p.m. Conclusion and free playing instrument
All instruments can be tried out freely. Our music teachers are on hand to give the children
advice and support. Musical games make a fun ending.

6:00 p.m. End
The children are picked up and can take home the instrument they have made themselves as
a nice souvenir.
