The birthday programs are always carried out in an
age-appropriate manner. Most of the children who celebrate with us are between 4 and 12
years old.

General information and requirements

We have a hygiene concept that you can read about on our website. All instruments are cleaned
after use and the mouthpieces are disinfected. Please note that the maximum number of
participants is generally limited to 15 people (children and adults) for all birthdays.

We ask you to reserve a parking space for the Klingende Mobil nearby for the duration of the
visit and to unload the instruments.

For the workshop we need a large room, preferably on the ground floor, with enough stools or
chairs for the participants and one or two tables.

Example of a children's birthday party "Grande Mobil"

2:15 p.m. Arrival with the Klingende Mobil
Unloading and assembly on site and instruction on the premises.

3:00 p.m. start
After the group is introduced, the birthday guests are welcomed with music.

3:10 p.m. instrument workshop

The instrument groups (brass instruments as well as string and percussion instruments) are
introduced one after the other in an age-appropriate manner, the children can actively try out
all the instruments and make them sound under the supervision of a music teacher.

5:00 p.m. instrument making
The children make and decorate their own small instruments from hardware store materials.

5:30 p.m. conclusion and free experimentation
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All instruments can be tried out freely. Our music teachers are on hand to help the children
with advice and support. Musical games make for a fun end.

6:00 p.m. end
After saying goodbye, the children can take their self-made instrument home with them as a
nice souvenir.
